The Merchant Hotel at 383 Eveline 

Street in Selkirk has provided space 
for many diff erent ventures, includ-
ing a bank, barber shop, pool room, 
and a hotel since the building was 
built in 1904. This year, the space will 
take on its next chapter, providing 
transitional and supportive housing 
for women and children leaving do-
mestic or family violence, as well as 
individuals experiencing homeless-
ness or housing instability.

“Nova House, the current building 
that we’re in, and the services that we 
provide, have been 24-hour emergen-
cy services. We are transitioning into 
short-term, long-term housing, and 
that is our focus,” said Viktoria West-
gate, the Executive Director of Nova 
House. 

She wanted to make sure that ev-
eryone knows that this is a change, 
but that Nova House is remaining 
open. They still believe emergency 
services are critical, but what they 
are seeing time and time again is that 
people leaving violence or experienc-
ing homelessness need stable housing 

and support beyond the immediate 
crisis. This move to transitional hous-
ing allows them to walk alongside in-
dividuals and families as they rebuild 
their lives.

“We will not be operating a 24-hour 
emergency shelter anymore. Another 
organization is going to come into the 
building that we are currently in to 
provide those services so there’s no 
gap. We have purchased 383 Eveline 
Street, and our plan for that building 
is relocating our Twice Over Thrift 
Store to the main fl oor and operating 
the second and third fl oor apartments 
as supportive housing units for indi-
viduals facing homelessness or other 
circumstances requiring stabilization 
and support. (We will) then renovate 
the current Twice Over building to 
create a dedicated space for outreach 
services, life coaching, case manage-
ment, programming and community-
based supports,” said Westgate.

Twice Over is run by Nova House, 
and proceeds from the store help to 
support Nova House’s programming. 

In the interim, while Nova House 
will no longer operate the Crisis Line, 

nine other provincially funded shel-
ters across Manitoba will continue to 
provide services, including respond-
ing to calls on the provincial 24-hour 
crisis line. Anyone requiring immedi-
ate domestic violence crisis support 
should contact the 24-hour Provincial 
Crisis Line at 1-877-977-0007.

Westgate explained that there have 
been some big decisions in the works, 
but that the new chapter represents 
growth, innovation and deep com-
mitment to sustainable housing solu-
tions in our community.

“This allows us to focus on stabil-

ity and long-term outcomes. When 
people have safe housing and sup-
port, they’re more likely to regain in-
dependence and rebuild their lives,” 
she explained.

There are some big changes coming 
with the purchase of the former Mer-
chant Hotel, but there are still some 
Nova House services that will remain 
the same. 

“Over the past two years, Nova 
House has already purchased four 
homes, which now operate and/or 
will operate seven housing units, pri-

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marily for women and children who 
have left domestic violence situations 
and shelter services. These homes will 
continue to operate with that focus, 
providing safe, supportive environ-
ments for families rebuilding their 
lives,” said Westgate. 

As for the residents who currently 
call the building home, they are not 
going to have to leave because of this 
transition. 

Westgate also mentioned that they 
intend to preserve the historic value 
that the building brings to the com-
munity, though they are planning to 
do some renovations to improve it, as 
the space needs some work to main-
tain and upgrade, being over 100 
years old.

She hopes that these changes to ex-
pand what is available for Selkirk 
residents will help future people who 
use their services. 

“Since there’s still going to be an 
emergency shelter and we’re going 
to be providing this service, I think it 
helps close that gap right in our com-
munity,” she said.

Westgate also wants residents to 
know that Nova House is becoming 

a community-supported organiza-
tion, and so now more than ever, they 
will be relying heavily on community 
partnerships, grant funding and local 
support.

“Our community has always 
stepped up to help Nova House and 
support us. (With this) new oppor-
tunity, it would be (appreciated if 
the community could) help support 
Nova House and keep that in mind 
that we’re hopeful that they’ll con-
tinue to stand with us as we build 
our new model and move forward 
in this new direction. There are reno-
vations in our future. There’s a lot of 
renovations in all of the apartments in 
that building. That building has been 

around since 1904,” she said.
The transition from one space to 

another for Nova House will be tak-
ing place very soon, and Westagte is 
hopeful for the future.

“Housing is one of the biggest gaps 
in social services right now, especially 
in our community. Having supportive 
housing reduces homelessness and 
strengthens communities, and that 
is what we are hoping to do. Nova 
House plans to operate the support-
ive housing units in the building, and 
continue to do that, we’ll support the 
people that are there, and as people 
move from there, or as we get vacan-
cies and fi x the apartments, we hope 
to help new people coming in that 

need the support,” she said.
She also wants to acknowledge the 

people who helped to make this new 
stage possible and have supported 
this expansion of services.

“I would also like to acknowledge 
the Nova House Board of Directors, 
who have been instrumental in help-
ing shape this vision. Their leader-
ship, commitment, and willingness 
to think creatively about the future 
of the organization have been pivotal 
during this transition. Nova House is 
fortunate to have a strong and dedi-
cated Board guiding the organization 
through this next chapter,” said West-
gate.

With student numbers increasing by 

about 100 students a year, 15 schools, 
47 bus routes and aging infrastruc-
ture, the job of balancing the Lord 
Selkirk School Division’s(LSSD) bud-
get is an important one. To make sure 
that it’s done with our community’s 
priorities in mind, the school division 
hosted its 2026/2027 LSSD Virtual 
Budget Forum on Feb. 25. 

The meeting began with LSSD Board 
of Trustees Chair, Lena Kublick, giv-
ing the Land Acknowledgement, fol-
lowed by her making introductions. 

LSSD Superintendent Jerret Long 
then took the fl oor for opening re-
marks.

“We know that education is a shared 
responsibility, and tonight’s forum 
allows us to have a commitment to 
transparency, to accountability and to 
meaningful public engagement. The 
budget we’re discussing is more than 
just fi nancial documents. It’s a refl ec-
tion of our collective values and our 
priorities, and it represents how we 

support student learning,” he said.
He acknowledged the balancing act 

of creating a budget that serves the 
community best. 

“Developing a balanced and sus-
tainable budget is increasingly com-
plex, and like many school divisions, 
we are navigating the rising costs 
involved in education, changing stu-
dents’ needs, and funding pressures, 
while trying to maintain high-quality 
education for all of our learners. So, 
with that in mind, your perspectives, 
questions, and ideas are essential as 
we work together through the chal-
lenges,” said Long. 

Kelly McDonald, LSSD’s Secretary-
Treasurer, then took over to talk num-
bers. 

“Currently, as of our current school 
year, our enrollment was sitting at 
4154 students. For the next school 
year, we anticipate that this num-
ber will go up by an additional 100 
students. This year, we went up by 
about 150 students, and last year was 
around 100 students as well. So, we 

seem to be seeing this increase each 
year of approximately 100 students to 
the division,” she said.

By the numbers, the school division 
also has 15 schools and one Adult 
Learning Centre, 749.79 FTE staff  to-
tal, the geographical area of the school 
division is 1,492 km, which means 47 
bus routes and over 1 million kilome-
tres driven through 6 RMs/cities. It’s 
also 1 of 2 divisions in the province 
with a pool, the schools are an aver-
age of 60 years old, and the division 
provides administrative support to 
four additional programs.  These are 
some important factors that aff ect 
how dollars are spent in the LSSD. 

“Some of the challenges that we’re 
facing currently, right now, is that 
we’re seeing increasing enrollment, 
and to work against that is that we’re 
not seeing a signifi cant increase to our 
funding,” she said.

An increase of 100 students to the 
current total of 4154 represents a 2.4 
per cent increase in the student popu-
lation. McDonald explained that the 
school division is limited in funding 
to just a one per cent increase to base 
funding as, though the province an-
nounced an overall increase to educa-
tion of 3.5 per cent this year which is 
the average across all divisions, spe-

cifi c school divi-
sions vary. This 
means that de-
spite the funding 

dollars increasing provincially by 3.5 
per cent, the school division’s dollars 
per student is less when compared to 
previous years. 

The school division is also seeing 
pressure when it comes to costs going 
up.

“We’re seeing increasing costs on 
everything that we’re purchasing, as 
well as many of our staff  salaries and 
many benefi ts associated with it, and 
just regular increases in technology 
and our learning resources and mate-
rials. I just (want to) highlight that the 
consumer price index for 2025 hit 2.7 
per cent, and that was signifi cantly 
higher than the 1.1 that the Province 
saw back in 2024, and so, we’re seeing 
all those costs, just like anybody who 
might go to the grocery store, we’re 
seeing those costs as well,” she said.

McDonald also mentioned that with 
the average age of schools in the di-
vision being 60 years, the division is 
having to rely on the province to pro-
vide funding for capital projects.

Some highlights of the current 
school year’s budget include 3.5 FTE 
more teachers to schools due to en-
rollment increases, 10.0 FTE in edu-
cational assistants due to increasing 
needs, and 10.0 FTE in guest teachers 
to address substitute shortages. There 
was also the purchase of a lift for the 
bus garage.

The Manitoba RCMP say approxi-

mately $1.5 million in illicit drugs 
and cash has been seized following a 
three-month investigation into high-
level drug traffi  cking in the province.

The investigation, dubbed Project 
Deepwater, was led by the Manitoba 
Integrated Law Enforcement Team 
(MILET). Using a range of investiga-
tive techniques, offi  cers uncovered an 
interprovincial drug traffi  cking net-
work operating in Winnipeg.

Police said the investigation re-
vealed the suspect was distributing 
large quantities of cocaine to support 
traffi  cking activities in communities 
throughout Manitoba.

On Feb. 5, MILET executed search 
warrants at two residential addresses 
in Winnipeg’s Amber Gates neigh-
bourhood with assistance from the 
Winnipeg Police Service Tactical Sup-
port Team, the Selkirk General Inves-
tigation Section and the RCMP Rov-
ing Traffi  c Unit.

Inside the homes, investigators lo-
cated approximately 7,000 counterfeit 
pills disguised as over-the-counter 
pain medication. Laboratory analysis 
later determined the pills contained a 
mixture of heroin and medetomidine, 
a veterinary sedative that creates a 
potent and dangerous drug combina-
tion and increases the risk for users.

In addition to the pills, offi  cers seized 
nine kilograms of cocaine, four kilo-
grams of illicit marijuana, 28 grams 
of crack cocaine, $87,000 in cash and

traffi  cking paraphernalia, including a 
money counter and a large processing 
press.

“Project Deepwater has signifi cantly 
impacted the work of an interprovin-
cial network operating in this prov-
ince and stopped very dangerous 
drugs from reaching our communi-
ties,” said RCMP Assistant Commis-
sioner Scott McMurchy, commanding 
offi  cer of the Manitoba RCMP.

“These eff orts refl ect our ongoing 

commitment to protecting the safety 
and security of all Manitobans.”

Anthony Tran, 35, of Winnipeg has 
been charged with two counts of pos-
session for the purpose of traffi  cking 
and possession of proceeds of crime 
over $5,000.

Tran was remanded into custody. 
His next court appearance is sched-
uled for March 26 in Winnipeg.

The investigation continues.

“In the LSSD before the budgeting 
process starts, they put out a survey 
that talks about priorities in educa-
tion. The most frequently mentioned 
priorities include support for stu-
dents and teachers, smaller class siz-
es, and adequate resources for learn-
ing which is refl ected in the budget.

“We received 216 responses this 
year. Excellent turnout for it. We ap-
preciate all the comments,” said Mc-
Donald.

The three things they saw the most in 

this survey were support for students 
and teachers, desire for smaller class 
sizes, and the need for adequate re-
sources for learning.

For the 2026/27 school year, the draft 
budget includes increases to address 
these needs as well as the realities that 
the school division faces, including 
adding 9.5 FTE teachers, adding 12.0 
FTE educational assistants, purchas-
ing one new bus, and property taxes 
due to the City of Selkirk’s special ser-
vice levies.

All of this resulted in an increase in 
the mill rate which residents will see 
refl ected in their propety tax. Last 
year the mill rate was 12.6388 and this 
year’s mill rate is 13.8867.

Daylight saving time has once 
again come to pass, and I believe it 
is time for our provincial govern-
ment to reconsider the practice.

As a retired shift worker, I expe-
rienced fi rsthand the fatigue and 
disruption that comes with moving 
the clock ahead each spring. Losing 
an hour of sleep may not seem sig-
nifi cant, but the eff ects can linger 
for days.

In my years working shifts and 
observing families in child-care set-
tings, I saw how overtired parents 
and children struggled to adjust. 
Students can fi nd it harder to focus 
in school, workers report increased 
fatigue on the job, and seniors’ rou-

tines are disrupted. In health-care 
settings especially, where attentive-
ness and consistency are critical, 
even minor sleep deprivation can 
have broader impacts.

Research has shown that changes 
to sleep patterns can aff ect mood, 
concentration and overall well-be-
ing. For that reason, I believe Mani-
toba should remain on Central 
Standard Time year-round.

Consistency would benefi t fami-
lies, workplaces and the broader 
community.

Cattle producers from across the 

province gathered in Brandon on Feb. 
11 and 12 for the 47th Annual Gener-
al Meeting (AGM) of Manitoba Beef 
Producers (MBP), an event that com-
bined education, industry updates, 
fi nancial reporting and recognition 
of leadership within Manitoba’s beef 
sector.

Held at the Victoria Inn Hotel & 
Convention Centre, the AGM, trade-
show, and President’s Banquet pro-
vided an opportunity for producers 
and industry leaders to refl ect on the 
past year and look ahead to priorities 
for 2026.

Manitoba’s beef sector is riding a 
profi table wave, but producers re-
main mindful of the changing hori-
zons ahead for the industry. 

“There’s a ton of unknown in the 
industry right now,” said Carson Cal-
lum, the Chief Executive Offi  cer of the 
MBP, following the AGM. He added, 
“Not just in our industry but in agri-
culture overall. Whether that’s weath-
er impacts that can be detrimental or 
quite positive, depending on the year, 
or geopolitical issues.”

International trade remains a central 
component of Manitoba’s beef sector.

“We’re very heavily reliant on trade, 
and our relationship with our partner 
to the south is extremely important,” 
Callum said. “As an industry, we ex-

port close to 50 per cent of what we 
produce here in Canada, and close to 
70 per cent of that goes to the U.S.”

With that trade-dependent relation-
ship, stability is key.

“From a trade aspect, we always say 
‘do no harm,’” Callum stated. “We 
have a good free trade agreement 
right now (with the US), especially for 
our industry in particular. Any sort of 
hiccup in that partnership can lead to 
a really negative impact.”

At the same time, producers are en-
couraged by diversifi cation eff orts. 
“We just got back into the China 
market that we were shut out of for a 
number of years,” he said. “Diversify-
ing our market is only going to lead to 
positive things.”

While trade and geopolitics remain 
major considerations, business risk 
management tools closer to home 
were also highlighted during the 
AGM.

Federal Agriculture and Agri-Food 
Minister Heath MacDonald and 
Manitoba Agriculture Minister Ron 
Kostyshy announced at the AGM that 
Manitoba Agricultural Services Cor-
poration (MASC) will test a new way 
to provide forage insurance for 2026. 
This initiative will use advanced sat-
ellite technology to make it easier for 
farmers to report their crop data and 
provide more accurate estimates of 
forage production.

For MBP, the 
a n n o u n c e m e n t 
refl ects long-
standing calls for 
stronger and more 
practical business 
risk management 
solutions for the 
beef sector. The 
organization sees 
the use of new 
technology to 
reduce admin-
istrative burden 
in forage insur-
ance programs 
as a positive step 
and welcomed 
the collaboration 
between govern-

ments and MASC in advancing
Beyond risk management, this 

year’s AGM also focused on topics 
such as sustainability, wildlife man-
agement and producer well-being.

“We had a really good discussion on 
sustainability,” Callum said. “(There 
was) lots of great feedback because 
that’s a real topic right now in the in-
dustry. We wanted to make sure that 
we were advocating for it to be done 
right.”

Wildlife management was another 
key area of discussion, particularly 
the growing elk population. 

“The populations have exponen-
tially grown, especially over here,” 
Callum said. “Elk can cause huge 
damage — whether that’s to feed, in-
frastructure, corrals or fences.”

AGM delegates supported a resolu-
tion calling on MBP to lobby the prov-
ince regarding the high population of 
elk and deer. The resolution focused 
on identifying the impacts caused by 

these animals and conducting a pop-
ulation survey to better inform future 
decisions. 

But perhaps the most signifi cant 
conversation at the AGM centered on 
mental health and well-being. Callum 
noted that Agriculture and farming 
often carry pressures that are unseen 
but deeply felt. 

Keynote speaker Brett Gardiner, a 
mental health and wellness advocate 
with strong ties to agriculture, ad-
dressed the importance of breaking 
down stigma and encouraging pro-
ducers to be intentional and “chase 
the good in the world.” 

“I truly think (his message) was well 
received,” Callum said. “It’s a hard 
topic. Coming in there and talking 
about your feelings is not something 
that most beef producers really want 
to do.”

The AGM also recognized two out-
going directors for their contributions 
to the organization and honoured 
Connor and Kyla English, who were 
the recipients of the Environmental 
Stewardship Award. 

As the 47th AGM wrapped up in 
Brandon, producers refl ected on a 
year of strong markets while acknowl-
edging the work ahead:  maintaining 
stable trade relationships, addressing 
wildlife concerns and continuing con-
versations around sustainability and 
mental health.

Manitoba families will now receive 

earlier answers about a little-known 
infection that can quietly aff ect a 
child’s development after the prov-
ince expanded its newborn screening 
program to include congenital cyto-
megalovirus (cCMV).

The province launched universal 
screening in December 2025, and 
more than 1,500 newborns have al-
ready been tested.

“When you bring a baby into the 
world, you have to trust the health-
care system is doing everything pos-
sible to protect your child from day 
one,” Premier Wab Kinew said dur-
ing the announcement. “Families are 
receiving answers sooner, clinicians 
have critical information earlier, and 
there are more opportunities to in-
tervene when that intervention can 
mean all the diff erence.”

Congenital CMV is a common virus 
passed from mother to baby during 
pregnancy. It aff ects roughly one in 
200 births and is among the leading 
infectious causes of permanent hear-
ing loss and developmental disability 
in children.

Health offi  cials say pregnant people 
can lower the risk of CMV infection 
through simple hygiene precautions, 
including washing hands after con-
tact with young children’s saliva or 

diapers, avoiding sharing food or 
utensils, and not kissing toddlers on 
the lips. The virus commonly spreads 
through contact with bodily fl uids 
from young children, who often show 
no symptoms.

“Without screening, families may 
not know something is wrong un-
til months or even years later, when 
hearing loss or developmental de-
lays appear,” Health Minister Uzoma 

Asagwara said. 
“ U n i v e r s a l 
screening closes 
a gap that has ex-
isted for far too 
long.”

The test is per-
formed using the 
same heel-prick 
blood sample al-
ready collected 
from newborns 

and analyzed at Cadham Provincial 
Laboratory.

“If we can identify babies early, we 
can treat them early, and that leads to 
better outcomes. That’s why screen-
ing at birth matters — it can change 
a child’s future,” said Rob Tétrault, 
president and co-founder of the Ca-
nadian CMV Foundation.

“There is no risk to the child what-
soever — just a few drops of blood,” 
Tétrault added.

Tétrault began advocating for 
screening nearly 18 years ago after his 
son Alex was born with CMV and di-
agnosed only because of an unrelated 
prenatal concern.

“Had that random occurrence not 
happened, I hate to think what would 
have happened,” he said. “I meet 
families all the time whose outcomes 
aren’t as positive. We knew we had to 
change this.”

Early treatment must happen quick-
ly, he added.

“You have a very small window — 
usually the fi rst month of life — where 
antiviral treatment can dramatically 
reduce hearing loss and cognitive im-
pacts,” Tétrault said.

He called Manitoba’s adoption of 
universal screening a milestone after 
years of advocacy.

“I sent my fi rst advocacy emails 
about 10 years ago,” he said. “To fi -
nally see this in place means kids will 
have better outcomes, and parents 
will have less uncertainty. That brings 
me a lot of joy.”

Alex Tétrault, now a young adult, 
said he’s glad other children will ben-
efi t.

“I’m very happy more children are 
going to get treated,” he said. “After 
all this time, it fi nally happened.”

The province estimates the program 
costs about $1.3 million and says it 
plans to continue tracking outcomes 
and ensuring families have access to 
follow-up care and supports.

Offi  cials say the goal is simple — 
identify infections early rather than 
after permanent complications de-
velop.

“This comes from listening to par-
ents, advocates and clinicians,” Asag-
wara said. “Earlier answers really do 
change outcomes.”

Manitoba adds CMV to newborn screening program

When in doubt, just hang up. 
This simple yet succinct message aims to protect 

older adults from phone scams. It’s part of an an-
ti-fraud campaign through the provincial govern-
ment and Winnipeg Police Service.  

Grandparent scams and emergency scams involve 
fraudsters calling an older adult and impersonat-
ing a grandchild or family member in distress, 
sometimes using artifi cial intelligence, based on 
information obtained from social media, public in-
formation or data breaches. According to the Cana-
dian Anti-Fraud Centre, Manitobans aged 60 and 
up reported losing almost $350,000 to these types 
of scams in 2024.

The Just Hang Up campaign aims to stop scams 
the moment they begin, by encouraging people 
to just hang up when in doubt about a phone call. 
The campaign uses a multi-channel approach to 
reach older adults and their families, in an eff ort to 
strengthen fraud literacy through clear community 
messaging that builds confi dence to pause, hang 
up, verify information with family and report in-
cidents.

Deborah Hildebrandt, executive director of South 
Interlake 55 Plus, said this campaign is a great con-
cept to promote while protecting older adults from 
these crimes. 

“As an organization who serves older adults, we 
are always looking at various ways to educate com-
munity around frauds and scams from these hei-
nous crimes,” she said. 

“In September, we hosted a Frauds and Scams 
presentation with the RCMP, which was extremely 
informative and included sharing ideas on how to 
protect themselves from fraudsters.”

South Interlake 55 Plus, together with CIBC, will 
host another Frauds and Scams education session 
on May 14 at 7 p.m. All community members are 
welcome, and Hildebrandt hopes family members 
of older adults can also learn about these scams. 

“Public awareness is critical to informing older 
adults about scams; therefore, we utilize social me-
dia platforms such as Facebook to share tips around 
protection from scammers,” she said. 

“Now the Just Hang Up campaign solidifi es an-
other method older adults can use if they are in 
caught in the midst of being scammed.”

Even right here in the Interlake, fraudsters are tar-
geting older adults. 

“I have heard of folks in our area being scammed 
and it has been alarming to hear. The scammers are 
taking advantage of those in vulnerable individuals 
while in an emotional state,” Hildebrandt said. 

“Therefore, education is key to eliminating this 
from occurring, and we will continue with provid-
ing education sessions in the future. If anyone in 
community would like to know more 
about frauds and scams, they can con-
nect with us directly and we can pro-
vide them with the resources needed 
to protect themselves.”

Joie Van Dongen, chair of Age Friend-
ly Stonewall/Rockwood, said she has 
also heard of older adults being target-
ed by scammers in local communities. 

“It has been a cautionary tale for oth-
ers,” she said. 

The new campaign’s name “Just 
Hang Up” is very clear, she added. 

“Seniors need to understand that it may seem 
rude and upsetting, but whomever is calling will 
call back if the call is important. This gives one time 
to calm down and phone family or a friend for ad-
vice,” Van Dongen said. 

“At times one may be expecting a phone call from 
an unrecognized number and you must answer 
the call. It is a good idea to keep your contacts up 
to date so you can see the name of who is calling. 
Also, having a code name with family is an excel-
lent plan.”

A recent TV ad about a grandchild-in-trouble 
scam is well done, she added.

“It is very easy to panic when confronted by 
someone pretending to be a grandchild, that your 
computer has been hacked or you owe money,” she 
said. 

“Always ask for a phone number to call back and 
then hang up.”  

Provincial funding will support online resources, 
promotional materials 
and advertising to edu-
cate older adults, while 
also empowering victims 
by challenging the stig-
ma of being scammed. 
The campaign also en-
courages reporting to 
prevent further victim-
ization, and it will in-
clude an online resource 
hub at justhangup.ca/.

The funding has also 
enabled the Winnipeg 
Police Service to develop 
a presentation that will 
continue reaching older 
adults well beyond the 
campaign’s completion. 
The WPS Community 
Relations Division, in 
partnership with A & O: 

Support Services for Older Adults, will deliver in-
person presentations to provide older adults with 
practical tools and awareness to help prevent vic-
timization. Over the next six months, the campaign 
aims to engage with more than 700 people during 
these sessions. Information on how to book WPS 
and A & O group presentations can be found at 
justhangup.ca/.

Amanda Macrae, CEO of A & O Support Services 
for Older Adults, said the organization is proud to 
partner with Winnipeg Police Service to deliver the 
Just Hang Up campaign. 

“The agency remains committed to empowering 
older people with the knowledge and tools they 
need to stay safe and age well in their communi-
ties. As increasingly complex frauds and scams 
continue to target older adults, the need for greater 
public awareness, education and prevention initia-

recently announced that they will be 
closing multiple research stations and 
reducing staff  levels across the coun-
try, and canola growers are express-
ing concern about the impacts.

Delaney Ross Burtnack, execu-
tive director of the Manitoba Canola 
Growers Association, said that each 
research station has its own series 
of research priorities. As far as they 
know at this point, the only research 
station closing in Manitoba is in Por-
tage la Prairie.

“The collective group of locations 
also worked together as a geographi-
cally diverse network to ensure agri-
cultural testing happens in a range of 

locations and conditions,” she said. 
“In Portage, work like early-matu-

rity soybean testing, winter wheat 
variety adaptation for Manitoba con-
ditions, and operating as a central lo-
cation for extension and reporting of 
that work were important functions.”

She outlined some of the possible 
impacts of these closures. 

“Stakeholders across agriculture 
have met repeatedly since this an-
nouncement to try and assess the 
depth of the impact,” she said. 

“Without clarity on how the ongoing 
research work at aff ected locations 
and by aff ected staff  will managed 
going forward, we can only speculate 
on the most obvious impacts. These 
latest cuts compound with ongoing 

erosion of funding in recent decades 
to further weaken prairie-wide re-
search capacity.” 

This situation risks the integrity of 
the research network and leaves geo-
graphical gaps, she added. 

“We are not clear how they will be 
addressed. Public funding contin-
ues to shrink, putting more pressure 
on farm groups like ours to seek out 
funding for the research work farm-
ers need,” Ross Burtnack said. 

“That work may not be replaced by 
the private sector or would benefi t 
from long-term continuity and third-
party unbiased oversight. In the cur-
rent trade environment where Cana-
da is seeking to grow and secure its 
agricultural sector, this is a step in the 
wrong direction.”

The role of research is essential in 
the industry. 

“Publicly funded research is the 
foundation of innovation in agricul-
ture,” she said. 

“It encompasses so much of the 
work that happens before a product, 
crop variety or production technique 
is commercialized, and much of the 
work that doesn’t have commercial 
potential because it’s too small a mar-
ket or too regional to be of interest to 
the private sector, for example.”

Across Manitoba, there are about 

6,000 canola farms, including 327 in 
the Interlake region. 

“Farmers recognize the value of ef-
fi cient operations. However, there is 
real and shared concern across the 
sector that this decision will cause 
signifi cant gaps and damage to the 
agricultural research sector at a time 
when research and innovation has 
never been more important,” she said. 

“Manitoba Canola Growers Associa-
tion is working closely with our coun-
terparts across Canada to get clear on 
the Agriculture and Agri-Food Can-
ada decision and next steps in order 
to support and protect the research 
needs of farmers and the industry as 
a whole.”

Warren Ellis, board chair of the Man-
itoba Canola Growers Association, 
has a canola farm based in Wawanesa.

“As a Manitoba farmer, I’m con-
cerned about what these Agriculture 
and Agri-Food Canada decision staff  
cuts mean for the future of canola re-
search,” Ellis said. 

“Public independent research deliv-
ers real value for farmers, and Agri-
culture and Agri-Food Canada deci-
sion researchers and support staff  
have done tremendous work for our 
industry over many years. Losing this 
capacity puts long-term innovation 
and crop development at risk.”

Children’s Hospital Foundation of 

Manitoba has announced eight-year-
old Ireland Gault as Manitoba’s 2026 
Champion Child — a role that will 
see the young Métis ambassador rep-
resent the more than 140,000 children 
who rely on HSC Children’s Hospital 
each year.

The moment was especially mean-
ingful for Ireland’s family and 
friends, who gathered to cheer her on 
— a celebration made possible by a 
life-changing surgery she received as 
an infant.

Born in March 2017 to Courtney and 
Will Gault, Ireland appeared to be 
a healthy baby. But as part of Mani-
toba’s universal newborn hearing 
screening program, she did not pass 
her initial hearing test. Further as-
sessments revealed she had profound 
hearing loss in both ears.

“There were so many unknowns, 
and we were very scared for Ireland’s 
future,” said her mother, Courtney.

At just 10 months old, Ireland be-
came the youngest person in Mani-
toba to undergo bilateral cochlear 
implant surgery. The procedure, per-
formed at HSC Children’s Hospital, 
allowed her access to sound during 
a critical stage of brain development.

“You’re letting go of your baby and 
trusting the process,” said her father, 
Will. “We’re grateful that she was able 
to receive this miraculous surgery in 
such a warm and welcoming environ-
ment.”

After a month of healing, Ireland’s 
implants — which she proudly calls 
her “ears” — were activated. For the 
fi rst time, she heard her parents’ voic-
es.

“The Children’s Hospital gave our 
daughter life-changing surgery and 
the ultimate gift of hearing,” Court-
ney said. “We went around the house 
turning on the water so she could 
hear it. We went outside to listen to 
the birds.”

Today, Ireland is an energetic Grade 
3 student who loves gymnastics, sing-
ing and cheerleading. She is also a de-
voted big sister to Taylor. While she 
sometimes faces challenges hearing 
in busy environments, her implants 
have enabled her to develop speech 
and language skills alongside her 
peers.

Her early surgery has also helped 
change the standard of care in Manito-
ba. Since Ireland’s procedure in 2018, 
doctors at HSC Children’s Hospital 
have performed cochlear implant sur-
gery on more than 80 children, with 
12 of those procedures completed be-
fore the child’s fi rst birthday. Previ-
ously, children typically received im-
plants around 18 months of age.

“Our current treatment timeline for 
children identifi ed with deafness at 
birth is to have them all implanted 
well before their fi rst birthday,” said 
Dr. Darren Leitao, a pediatric otolar-
yngologist. “Starting with Ireland, we 
give children almost double the head 
start of listening and language at very 
critical times in brain development.”

As Manitoba’s Champion Child, 
Ireland will serve as an ambassador 
through the Champion program af-
fi liated with Canada’s Children’s 
Hospital Foundations and Children’s 
Miracle Network. She and her fam-
ily will attend events throughout the 
year to raise funds and awareness for 
Manitoba’s only children’s hospital 
and child health research initiatives.

“We are so excited to welcome Ire-

tives has never been more critical,” 
she said. 

“The Just Hang Up campaign serves 
as an important tool in helping pre-
vent older individuals from becoming 
victims of crime.”

The Manitoba government provided 
$134,000 in funding for the campaign 
from the Criminal Property Forfeiture 
Fund (CPF). In 2025-26, the province 
has allocated more than $643,000 in 
CPF funding to the Winnipeg Police 
Service for several projects, includ-
ing the Just Hang Up campaign. CPF 
redirects proceeds from the sale of 
seized criminal property toward law 
enforcement and community safety 
initiatives.

Canada’s lobster and crab industry 

got a break earlier this month from 
almost a year of Chinese tariff s of 25 
per cent after prime minister Mark 
Carney was able to strike a deal with 
Chinese president Xi Jinping.

China lifted its tariff  on the two 
ocean species - the largest Canadian 
exports by value to China - on March 
1 in exchange for limited access to 
Canada’s electric vehicle market. The 
deal appeared to leave other sea spe-
cies in tariff  limbo.

It also seemingly failed to consider 
Canada’s freshwater fi sheries, which 
produce thousands of tonnes of wild-
caught fi sh each year. That generates 
about $135 million in annual sales, 
according to federal fi sheries and 
oceans’ 2023 data.

Lake Winnipeg commercial fi sher 
and analyst Bill Buckels said Cana-
da’s wild-caught inland fi sheries are 
being ignored by the federal govern-
ment as global trade relationships 
fragment and tariff s are increasingly 
used to protect domestic production. 

Both the federal and provincial gov-
ernments should be doing all they can 
to “explore new markets” for Can-
ada’s forgotten wild-caught inland 
fi sheries, he said.

“It seems that Global Aff airs Canada 
doesn’t care about inland fi shers. Ev-
erything’s about lobster and crab and 
the east coast and the west coast,” 
said Buckels. “Even here in Manitoba, 
it seems it’s all about pork and canola 
producers. It’s never about other food 
producers like commercial fi shers.”

He calls Lake Winnipeg the “hub” of 
the inland fi shery in western Canada. 
The lake is the largest wild-caught 
freshwater fi shery in the west, rough-
ly equal to Lake Erie’s wild-caught 
fi shery, with American production 
excluded.

With the uncertainty surrounding 
CUSMA negotiations this year, Buck-
els said Canadian political leaders and 
trade representatives need to explore 
new markets for “all” Canadian fi sh. 
The wild-caught freshwater industry 
is heavily reliant on sales to America.

“American tariff s have so far not had 
an impact on us because there is cur-
rently no tariff  on the fi sh we export 
to the United States. But that could 
change,” said Buckels. “And we’ve 
lost other markets; our freshwater fi sh 
exports are still banned from the Rus-
sian market.”

Russia imposed an embargo on Ca-
nadian fi sh and seafood products in 
2014 after Russia annexed Crimea in 
southern Ukraine. Canada had placed 
economic sanctions on Russia in re-
sponse to its invasion.

Buckels said the federal govern-
ment’s Freshwater Fish Marketing

The forgotten fishery: wild-caught, freshwater fisheries seemingly ignored in market disputes

Corporation knew at that time it 
“should have found a market for all 
fi sh, but it, in fact, failed to fi nd a 
market for all fi sh.”

FFMC used to be the sole purchaser 
of Manitoba wild-caught fi sh before 
the provincial Conservative govern-
ment abolished the monopoly in 2017 
and created an open market.

In 2024 and 2025, FFMC saw losses 
of $7.2 million and $7.6 million respectively, according to 
the corporation’s 2025 annual report. It put those losses 
down to open-market competition rather than to the start 
of the new tariff  regime. 

How possible new tariff s could aff ect the future revenue 
of FFMC, other Manitoba fi sh buyers and the commercial 
fi shers themselves is yet to be seen. For now, Buckels said 
Manitoba’s fi shery is primarily aff ected by market access. 
China is eff ectively closed to Manitoba fi sh.

“Manitoba’s commercial fi shery is under pressure be-
cause we have a limited market. I’d like to know what the 
federal government has to say about that. For all fi sh, I 
want to see access to as many markets as possible,” said 
Buckels. “And I want to see support for those markets - 
especially by our provincial government since commercial 
fi shing is very important to our Indigenous communities.”

He added he’s not aware of any trade advocacy eff orts 
the provincial fi sheries department has carried out on be-
half of the Manitoba commercial fi shery.

“The province hasn’t demonstrated any interest in ad-
vancing the interests of the Manitoba commercial fi shery. 
This demonstrates the province’s attitude towards the in-
land commercial fi shery, how unimportant they think it 
is,” he said. “We have a viable commercial fi shery here. 
We’re a food business the same as any farmer. The pro-
vincial government needs to advocate for new freshwater 
fi sh markets in Europe and our continuing access to the 
American market. And we need to have a provincial trade 
delegation to China.”

The Record asked the Manitoba department of fi sheries 
what sort of advocacy eff orts it has made with regard to 
the tariff  regime. It didn’t provide an answer.

The Fisheries Council of Canada (FCC) says it is the 
“united voice for Canada’s wild-capture fi sheries indus-
try,” and with regard to the 25 per cent tariff  China imple-
mented in March 2025, the FCC had warned of a “cata-
strophic” impact on and “existential threat” to fi shing 
operations across the country. 

In January of this year, the council welcomed the lifting 
of the Chinese tariff  on crab and lobster, but asked the 
federal government for “further clarity” on other seafood 
species. FCC made no mention of wild-caught (wild-cap-
ture) freshwater species. 

Lake Winnipeg, Lake Manitoba, Lake Erie, Lake Ontario 
and Great Slave Lake, to mention a few, are considered 
wild-caught fi sheries.

Team East Region fi nished with 39 

total medals at the 2026 Manitoba 
Winter Games last week in Thomp-
son.

One of them came on the ice cour-
tesy of the U13 boys hockey team, 
whose thrilling three days of games 
resulted in a silver medal.

After going undefeated through the 
round robin, quarterfi nals and semi-
fi nals, Team East took on Team West 
#1 on Wednesday for the gold medal.

Team West went on to take it 2-1 at 
C.A. Nesbitt Arena thanks to a game-
winning goal at 8:55 of the third pe-
riod, handing Team East its only loss 
of the tournament.

“Winning a silver medal is a signifi -
cant achievement that often comes 
with mixed emotions,” said East 
boys head coach Jason Woznesensky. 
“Typically it follows a loss in the fi -
nal game, so kids can be pretty hard 
on themselves, but us coaches were 
trying to relay to them how they left 
their hearts out there, they left it all on 
the ice, and couldn’t have been more 
proud of them.”

Team East succeeded particularly in 
the defensive zone, allowing just six 
goals over fi ve tournament games.

In Monday’s round robin, they al-
lowed zero goals in a pair of 3-0 wins 
over Team North and Team South #2 
before beating the same two clubs 
with 5-2 and 6-2 performances in 
Tuesday’s quarterfi nals and semifi -
nals.

By Wednesday’s gold-medal game, 
Team East had completed the gruel-

ing task of playing fi ve times in three 
days. They fi nished with 18 goals for 
and six against through the tourna-
ment.

“The biggest thing with our team 
and even from what we heard from 
other coaches and teams was they 
played as a team,” said Woznesen-
sky. “The whole team eff ort was there 
from off  the ice and the way the boys 
gelled defi nitely translated onto the 
ice. It was pretty clear they were play-
ing for one another, and that con-
stant support, staying positive, and 
encouraging one another was pretty 
awesome to see from a coaching per-
spective.”

Woznesensky, Russ Reich and Lee 
Rivard made up the trio of Interlake-
based Team East staff  members. They 
picked the team back in December, 
which ended up having 16 players 
— three from the U13AA Interlake 
Lightning and the rest from U13AA 
Winnipeg Thrashers clubs.

For the players, it was their fi rst and 
only Manitoba Winter Games experi-
ence due to the event being held only 
once every four years.

“The laughs, the fun times, the new 
friendships that they made with one 
another, just again how close they 
were off  the ice and on the ice — 
defi nitely something as coaches we 
couldn’t have asked for in a better 
group of kids and hockey players,” 
said Woznesensky. “I’m pretty sure 
this will help create a fun, memorable 
environment that they’ll remember 
and cherish forever.”

Team East’s U14 girls hockey team 
had a similar experience, with their 
tournament running the following 
three days at Thompson’s Gordon 
Beard Arena and ending in a fourth-
place fi nish.

Like the boys, the girls dominated 
round-robin play with 8-0 and 4-1 
wins over Team North and Team 
South #2 on Thursday to fi nish fi rst in 
Pool B.

Their tournament continued with 
a 4-2 win over Team West #1 in Fri-
day’s quarterfi nals before falling 11-3 

to Winnipeg Gold that evening in the 
semifi nals.

They then got a rematch with Team 
South #2 for the bronze medal the 
next morning, starting with a 1-0 
Team East lead heading into the third 
period.

Thursday to take fi rst in Group B and 
punch their ticket to the gold medal 
game.

Lam would then net a goal in Satur-
day’s gold medal game against Team 
South. After things sat tied 2-2 early, 
Team East pulled away mightily to 
win 22-3 and capture the gold.

Team East’s girls futsal team also 
started their tournament strong with 
a 9-1 win over Team North last Thurs-
day. They however dropped their 
next game 3-2 to Team South, which 
made their fi nal two round robin 
games must-wins.

The most important of the two was 
against Team Winnipeg Blue, who 
they beat 7-3 on Friday morning. Later 
that evening they cemented their spot 
in the gold medal game by winning 
8-1 over Team West to fi nish second 
in the round robin with a 3-1 record.
